The halftime
performance will be to the HOME (West) side of the stadium.

Sheet music will be distributed via email or fax to all participating bands as soon as they
register. We will perform the USF Fight Song and another selection TBD. Directors,
please distribute these parts to your participating students when you receive them.

FRONT ENSEMBLE PERCUSSION:
Unfortunately, the logistics of this event prohibit us from facilitating a front ensemble
percussion section. These musicians are encouraged to participate as battery or cymbals.

GUARD:



Due to the difficult nature of learning choreography, Guard participants will learn a
“pom” routine at the rehearsal. Please bring any poms you have at your school. USF
will provide as many poms as we can, on a first come basis.

TWIRLERS/MAJORETTES:
We invite these students to either participate in the “pom” routine, or create your own
choreography with batons. If you choose batons, you will have some personal space, but
not enough for an elaborate routine.

DANCERS:
